SUBJECT: Annual Report from the Court Security Commission as required by
Wyoming Court Security Act, W.S. 5-11-101 et seq.

On behalf of the Court Security Commission, I respectfully present to you the 2016 Annual Report. This
past year, the Commission has continued to fulfill its statutory endeavor to protect life, property and the
judicial process in the Wyoming court system.

With the funding support of the Wyoming Legislature, the Court Security Commission has been able to
watch over court security improvements in several of the county courthouses. Included in the report are
letters from judges across the state, detailing the improvements accomplished over the past year, with
more yet to come; key cards, secure quick access doors, remote panic alarms, additional cameras, and x-
ray equipment are just a sample of the security items implemented throughout the state. In Sweetwater
County, a groundbreaking ceremony for a 20 million dollar justice center was held on May 4, 2016.

In addition to the physical improvements in courthouses, in coordination with the Wyoming Office of
Homeland Security, the Commission focused its efforts on increased awareness and training surrounding
radiological materials. The Preventative Radiological Nuclear Detection (PRND) program was
introduced this past year to the Commission and court personnel. The PRND program is aimed at
preventing the use of radiological and nuclear material before it can be used for destructive means. The
program is being developed to systematically support and advance local, regional, state and national
homeland security strategies to protect citizens from unauthorized use of radiological and nuclear
materials. The Commission plans to dedicate additional resources to educate and train judges and court
personnel about the PRND program and workplace violence.

The Court Security Commission continues to strive to fulfill its commitment of working to improve court
security statewide for the benefit of our public officials and the citizens who utilize the courthouses across
the state. With this in mind, the Wyoming Supreme Court applied for and received a $50,000 grant from
the State Justice Institute to accomplish additional court security assessments in Carbon County,
Converse County, Hot Springs County, Lincoln County, Sheridan County, Washakie County, and Uinta
County.

In 2014, the Legislature appropriated $6,000,000 to be used by the State Loan and Investment
Board to issue grants to Fremont and Sweetwater County for court security improvements. The
Board approved a grant for $2,565,515 for Fremont County on June 5, 2014. On June 19, 2015
Fremont County dedicated the new Riverton Justice Center. On April 9, 2015, the State Loan and
Investment Board approved a grant for $3,434,485 to build a new justice center in Sweetwater
County. The estimated total cost of the project is $20,500,000.

During the 2015 General Session, the Wyoming Legislature appropriated $1,083,422.00 for the
State Loan and Investment Board to authorize grants to eight additional counties. The authorized
counties and funding were:

As of July 31, 2016, the State Loan and Investment Board has awarded the grant amounts set out in
the chart below. With respect to grants that have been awarded, any remaining balance is available
until the project is complete. With respect to funds that have not been awarded, the funding is
available until June 30, 2018, at which time remaining balances will revert to the state general fund.

Per your request of August 10, 2016, this is to advise how the above funds have been
used in Albany County this year. First, the Sheriff's Office purchased an x-ray machine, much
like that used at airports, to screen persons entering the district courtroom. Also, though not paid
for with SLIB funds, the Sheriff's Office has greatly increased the presence of its personnel
during court proceedings. Finally, a locker system was purchased in order to provide a place for
persons entering the courtroom to put their personal items such as cell phones and knives.
Approximately $15,000 has been spent for these purchases.

The balance of the funds will be used to construct improvements to control access to the
court's chambers area and to provide security in the office of the clerk of the district court. All of
these areas are currently uncontrolled and easily accessible by the public. Designs for this work
are complete and the county has solicited Requests for Proposals (RFP's) for the work. We
expect to begin construction in October and to complete the work by the end of the year. I can
tell you that, but for this funding, none of these things would have happened or would be

happening now.

Platte County was awarded $84,429.00, for court security improvements with matching funds provided
by the County of $9,381.00. To date, Platte County has submitted two grant applications. Application
#1, was submitted for a total of $54,552.00, which included installation of the key card access and key
pads locks for all the doors on the top floor of the courthouse, cameras in the courtroom and hallway,
three monitors (one for each court office and dispatch), and emergency release doors for the public
entrances into the Circuit Court and District Court office. The Judges have remote access between the
courtroom and judge’s chambers. Access to the judge’s chambers will be locked and secure at all other
times. This has all been installed and implemented by Thad Hoff of Wyoming Safe & Lock Company.

Application #2 was submitted for a total of $7,597.26, which will include duress alarms in the jury room
and judge’s chambers, bullet-resistance panels on the Judge’s bench and witness stand. Bulletand
impact-resistance glass will be put in the doors located on the top floor of the courthouse. Platte
County is also in the process of acquiring a metal detector to screen entry into the courtroom. We hope
to have this all completed within the next six months. The appropriation of funds has allowed Platte
County to make much needed additions for courtroom security.

Dear Director Hill;

This letter is to provide the Office of State Lands and Investments some
information about how funds have been applied to provide security upgrades to the
Crook County Courthouse. While it is by no means an exhaustive or detailed
description of everything that has been accomplished, I do intend that it fairly
represents what we have done.

Throughout the courthouse each office is now secured with a very substantial
locking solid core door. Each of these doors is also fitted with a self closing mechanism.
The addition of the self closing mechanisms to these doors accomplished an important
and maybe unanticipated effect. Prior to the installation of the self closing
mechanisms many county officials resisted closing their doors. No one wanted to be
seen as closing out the public or hindering others in the courthouse from easily
dropping in. Since the doors now close automatically and it takes some substantial
effort to block them open, offices now allow the doors to close and the social stigma of
closing them seems to have been overcome. Throughout the courthouse doors have been
fitted with key card locks. The key cards allow quick access in an emergency situation
to the secured space behind the door. Each public service window in the courthouse
has been fitted with an electronically operated security door. These roll down doors
can be remotely triggered to drop down and secure the office space from an outside
threat. Additionally, remote panic alarms have been installed to allow courthouse staff
to alert law enforcement in the event of an emergency.

Within the Circuit Court offices and chambers, doors have been replaced and
locks affixed to allow us a safe room in the event of emergency. Much of the video
surveillance equipment has been upgraded throughout the building and in the
courtroom itself to assure that there are no blind spots. Software was obtained to allow
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
